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Election Workers FAQs


Why am I needed?

The City of Ferndale is committed to conducting fair and impartial elections that are well organized and professionally managed. This would be impossible without dedicated Precinct Inspectors who serve on Election Day.

Precinct Inspectors are always in great demand. Ferndale hires up to 100 community-minded individuals to staff and operate its seven polling locations, two absentee counting boards, and two receiving boards.

Am I eligible?

Yes, if you are:

· A registered voter in the State of Michigan.

· Customer service oriented.
· Comfortable with technology and have intermediate computer skills.

· Able to attend a training session.

· Have never been convicted of a felony.

When am I needed?

Voting precincts must be staffed for all primary, general or special elections held in the city.

· Primary Elections are held on the first Tuesday, after the first Monday in August.

· General Elections are held on the first Tuesday, after the first Monday in November.

· Special Elections may be held on the fourth Tuesday in February and the first Tuesday, after the first Monday in May.

Two Absentee Voter Counting Boards work either at City Hall or the Ferndale Public Library.

Effort is made to place you at the location of your choice whenever possible.

How much will I be paid?

Precinct Inspectors - $125 for the full Election Day, and $10 for training.

Precinct Chairs -  $150, plus $10 for training, and must work the full Election Day.

What do I have to do?

· Report to work at 6:00 a.m. on Election Day. The day typically ends by 10:00 p.m.
· Help set up voting stations, the vote tabulator and voter assist terminal.

· Check voter identification and eligibility.

· Use a laptop running Electronic Poll Book software to perform basic searches, assign voter and ballot numbers, notate unusual circumstances, and pull reports when voting concludes.

· Assist voters with operating the vote tabulator and/or voter assist terminal.

· Perform various checks and balances to maintain election integrity.

· Close up machines and clean up after voting ends, and assist with end-of-day paperwork and reporting.
